MTA Awards Criteria
OUTSTANDING SAFETY RECORD AWARD
The Outstanding Safety Record Award is given to one provider in each of two categories: Annual Ridership Over 100,000 and Annual Ridership Under 100,000. Candidates for the award include providers or systems in the state of Montana which exemplify a commitment to safety, as evidenced by their safety records for the previous calendar year.  Any Montana provider or system that is funded by federal, state or local transit programs may be nominated, and may also nominate themselves. 

Criteria:  Candidates for the award will be judged by the following criteria:

1) Lowest number of preventable accidents per 100,000 revenue miles, as documented by MDT reporting procedures.

Note:  In the case of a tie in either or both categories, more than one award per category may be given.

FRIEND OF TRANSIT AWARD
The Friend of Transit Award is given to an individual, agency or business not funded by federal, state or local transit programs.  A candidate may be a business person, legislator, consultant, government agency employee or other person who has been a supporter of, and advocate for, the development and improvement of transit in Montana.

Criteria: Candidates for the award will be judged on the following criteria:

1) Relevance of work for the development and improvement of transit in Montana: A nominee is someone whose efforts have had actual and demonstrated benefits on transit in Montana. This person may be employed as a contractor for a transit provider, but is not a transit provider per se.

2) Advocacy for and support of transit in Montana. The nominee(s role, with regard to transit, can be described as supportive or advocacy. This may encompass areas of education, legislation, lobbying, consulting, or development of programs which encourage transit use.
